Trout Fishing in the Hawkes Bay Region 
 
The Hawke’s Bay is a diverse fishery with extensive river fishing opportunities which include some 
spectacular headwater fishing as well as the easily accessible lowland streams. 
 
Lake fishing is limited. Lake Tutira is the major lake fishery in the region and stocked with fast growing 
Tararwera rainbows. There are a number of smaller lakes in the region which provide both brown and 
rainbow trout opportunities and, that special family picnic/small lake fishing experience. 
 
The major river systems are the Mohaka, Tutaekuri, Ngaruroro, Waipawa and Tukituki The Ngaruroro 
and Mohaka River headwater wilderness fisheries are nationally rated and offer anglers the chance to 
catch trophy sized fish in gin clear waters. The middle and lower reaches of these rivers are easily 
accessible from a variety of public roads and provide anglers with vast amounts of fishable water. 
Both brown and rainbow trout are prevalent throughout the region.

The Hastings and Districts Anglers Club Inc was formed 24th August 1965 out of a merger between the 
Karamu and Heretaunga Anglers Clubs. 
 
Mr Joe Townsend was elected Chairman at the first meeting, later to become President once Club rules 
were circulated and adopted by the Club.  An early member of the club, Mr Tony Orman later went on to 
be a prolific author and authority on angling in New Zealand. 
 
The Patangata Hall was purchased by the Club in October 1977 for use as a Club Lodge because of its 
setting beside the Tuki Tuki River and it is from here that the Commonwealth Championships will be 
conducted. 
 
The club currently has a membership of 70 members and operates club meetings, field trips and other 
activities that are associated with freshwater angling.  The club has supported a number of environmental 
initiatives in recent years.  Another annual activity is the coordination and hosting of the Hawke’s Bay 
Regional Fly Fishing Championships from which representatives go forward to the National 
Championships. 
 
The hosting of the 2008 Commonwealth Fly Fishing Championships will certainly feature in the archives 
as one of the highlights in the clubs history to date.
